QR Codes - What are they? 

    A QR code (abbreviated from Quick Response code) is a 
type of matrix barcode (or two-dimensional code) designed to 
be read by smartphones.  

    The code consists of black modules arranged in a square 
pattern on a white background.  

    The information encoded may be text, a URL, or other 
data. 



QR Codes - Uses 

• Calendar Events 
• Contact Information 
• E-mail Address 
• E-mail Message 
• Geo Location 
• Phone Number 
• SMS (Text Messaging) 
• General Text 
• URLs (any web address) 
• Wifi Network Access 
• Youtube Video 
• iTunes link 
• Social Media (Twitter profile/update, Facebook, LinkedIn, 
ect) 



QR Codes - Where they are? 

    QR codes storing addresses and URL's appear in magazines, 
on signs, on buses, on business cards, or on almost any object 
about which a person might need information. 

People with a camera phone equipped with the correct reader 
application can scan the image of the QR code to display text, 
contact information, connect to a wireless network, or open a 
web page in the telephone's browser.  

    This act of linking from physical world objects is termed 
hardlinking or object hyperlinking. 
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
